Kelly Cardwell, an Air
Force spouse, said her five-
year-old son loves the pro-
grams offered by Hickam
Library.

“He loves everything
about story time,” she
said. “He also enjoys com-
ing to the library and get-
ting new books each week.
It has been a great thing
for our family.”

Therese Geza, a Coast
Guard spouse, said she
enjoys taking her son to
the library’s story time
events because they are
tailored for his age group.

“So many activities are
geared toward older kids,”
she said.

Federal Fire Department (FFD)
Hawaii would like the public to
enjoy the Independence Day holi-
day and asks that people under-
stand the dangers of fireworks.
Improper use of fireworks can
cause severe injuries and present
a significant risk of starting fires.

According to the National Fire
Protection Association (NFPA),
thousands of people are injured
nationwide while using consumer
fireworks on Independence Day.
The NFPA also reports that there
are more fires reported nation-
wide on Independence Day than

any other day of the year. Half of

these fires were caused by fire-
works.

If you do use consumer fire-
works, please review these safety
tips, follow all rules, and be con-
siderate of your neighbors.

Remember, it is illegal to use
personal fireworks while on Joint
Base Pearl Harbor-Hickam or any
military base or installation.

The best and safest way to
enjoy fireworks is to attend one of
the many professional, public dis-
plays conducted on Oahu.

The Joint Base Pearl Harbor-
Hickam is conducting a firework
displays at Hickam Beach at 8
p-m. and at Pearl Harbor’'s Ward
Field at 9 p.m. Both shows are free
and open to all military and
Department of Defense personnel.

Have a fire safe Independence
Day and leave the fireworks to the
pros.

Fireworks safety tips

* Use only approved fireworks
from a licensed retail outlet that
posts its retalil license.

* Always read and follow warn-
ings and instructions listed by
the manufacturer to ensure the
safe handling and use of fire-
works.

* Never point or throw fireworks
at a person, building or animal.
* Never ignite fireworks indoors.
Ensure your outdoor area is
safe for fireworks use.

* Fireworks should only be
lighted on a smooth, flat surface

away from buildings, dry vegeta-

tion and flammable materials.

* Never shoot fireworks in metal
or glass containers.

» Have a garden hose or a
bucket of water ready in the

event of a fire.

* Adults should always super-
vise children using fireworks;
even sparklers can be danger-
ous.

* Alcohol and fireworks do not
mix.

* Always wear eye protection
when lighting fireworks.

* When lighting fireworks, never
position any part of your body
over them.

* Never attempt to relight mal-
functioning fireworks.

« Store fireworks in a cool, dry
place.

* Never carry fireworks in your
pocket.

Never experiment with home-
made fireworks. They are dan-
gerous and illegal.
